Taking the Lenten Journey Seriously 
 
Once a year we ritualize through the season of Lent a spiritual reality: In order to grow in our faith jour-
ney, we must take deliberate action to let go of that which does not enable a move deeper into the heart of 
God and embrace that which brings us to God. But first, let us clear away two misunderstandings about 
Lent. The first is that Lent is about berating and condemning ourselves through self-criticism and self-
denial. The second is that Lent is really a self-improvement program (for example, losing weight or exercis-
ing more). Neither of these are the focus of Lent. Lent is about letting the love of God sink more deeply into 
ourselves and, in turn, allowing God’s love to take control of more of the way we live in relationship to oth-
ers. 
 
Traditionally, this has included very specific commitments to let go those things in our lives which take us 
from God AND making more time for those things that bring us closer to God. Lent literally means 
“spring,”  springtime is the time to prepare the soil and bury the seeds for new growth. We bury parts of 
the old self that need to die that a new self, reflective of God’s immense love, is allowed to be born. This 
does not just happen, but requires intentionality (as anything worthy of our energy does) and commitment. 
 
Here is a list of possible ways to further your Lent (springtime) journey.  I encourage you to be intentional 
this Lent and chose a discipline. 
 
•Decided to be truthful in everything that you say... 
•Read one spiritually uplifting book... 
•Commit to keeping track of ten good deeds or supportive words a day... 
•At breakfast, lunch, and dinner give thanks for something that has happened since your last prayer... 
•Attend one of the book, Bible or faith studies being lead at our church... 
•Find a news story about one person or family affected by war or catastrophe and pray for them daily... 
•Give a donation each day of Lent to provide for the physical, mental, well-being of another person... 
•Dare to be specific and name a person or a group of people you do not like or respect and pray a prayer 
each day that that person or group may do well... 
•Everyday find someway to be last rather than first... 
•Serve at a soup kitchen and sit down and get to know a disadvantaged person... 
•Intentionally make a mistake each day so that you do not have to be perfect... 
•Humble yourself and each day ask someone to help you with something... 
•Read through one of the gospels... 
•Do good deeds, but do not let others know about it... 
•Clean out your house and commit to living more simply and give what you clean out to the Salvation 
Army... 
•Go to St. Mary’s monastery for a one day retreat... 
•Commit to a real sabbath day each week for rest and worship - with no shopping or computer or televi-
sion... 
•Cook a healthy, home-cooked meal each day and once a week share a meal with a friend or someone who 
might be lonely... 
•Visit a mosque or synagogue and engage in a conversation with a person whose faith is different from 
your own... 
•Assume the best about your partner or children and compliment rather than put down... 
•Memorize a short, one line prayer and pray it through out your day until it becomes part of you... 
•Pray for our church, its leaders and its people... 
•Pray for political leaders including those you abhor... 
•Look through last month’s expenses on your credit cards and checking account and list those things that 
nourished you or others and those that did not...

 For the first time, the American Heart Associa-
tion has defined "ideal cardiovascular health", 
identifying seven health factors and lifestyle behav-
iors that support heart health. 
 The association created the definition as part of 
its effort to achieve its new national goal: By 2020, 
improve the cardiovascular health of all Americans 
by 20 percent while reducing deaths from cardio-
vascular diseases and stroke by 20 percent. 
 For the 2020 impact goal, the association catego-
rizes cardiovascular health as poor, intermediate 
or ideal -- depending on where people are in each 
of the seven areas. While the metrics for children 
vary based on pediatric recommendations and 
guidelines, ideal cardiovascular health for adults is 
defined by the presence of these seven health 
measures, known as Life's Simple 7: 

• Never smoked or quit more than one year ago; 

• Body mass index less than 25 kg/m2; 

• Physical activity of at least 150 minutes 
(moderate intensity) or 75 minutes (vigorous 
intensity) each week; 

• Four to five of the key components of a healthy 
diet consistent with current American Heart 
Association guideline recommendations; 

• Total cholesterol of less than 200 mg/dL; 

• Blood pressure below 120/80 mm Hg; 

• Fasting blood glucose less than 100 mg/dL. 
 
 To help people improve their heart health, the 
American Heart Association has developed a new 
online resource - My Life Check (www.heart.org/
MyLifeCheck). The short assessment easily identi-
fies the seven goals for ideal health and notes 
where a person is on the spectrum, while addi-
tional tools and information offer specific action 
steps to improve the measurements and track per-
sonal progress toward better health. 
 Let’s begin today to begin actively moving to-
wards the 2020 goal of ideal cardiovascular 
health.”
