The Stranger in Our Midst 
 
 A fellow pastor friend preached a bold and challenging sermon. A member of the church, clearly upset 
by what he had to say, said to him afterwards, “What you had to say today was just religion, but is not 
dealing with reality!!!” Apparently, for this church member, religion is nice sentiments, good ideals, but it 
has little connection with reality of the world.   
 If the teachings of Jesus are any hint, I suspect Jesus could not disagree more about that viewpoint. 
Take the story of the Good Samaritan. Jesus told a man who was asking him lots of questions that we 
must “love the neighbor as the self.” The man then asked, “But who is my neighbor?” In other words, “Who 
am I responsible for loving as myself? What are the limits?” 
 Jesus then told the parable of the Good Samaritan. You know the tale, but take another look at it. It is 
a helpful point that we need to be like the Good Samaritan, but it is very clear from the context of the story 
and the parable itself that Jesus was saying something even more challenging. Jesus is addressing the 
man’s question about who the neighbor is. This is where Jesus goes from “preaching to meddling” uncom-
fortably in our business. The hot topic in Jesus day that could get people all upset and in an argument 
with one another was the issue of who we must love. Sure, you love your fellow Jewish neighbor, but how 
about the stranger, the foreigner? How about the worst sort of people, like our enemies the Samaritan? Are 
they our neighbor? 
 Jesus lays out a completely believable situation that everyone in his audience could relate to.  Hear 
what Jesus said and how those first listeners might have received his story:   “There was a man (a Jewish 
man like each of you) who was making his way down from Jerusalem to Jericho (a notoriously dangerous 
road to travel) and he fell among thieves who beat him and stripped him of everything he had and left him 
half dead.  Well there came along a pastor who, when he saw him, walked by him on the other side of the 
road. “Yes, our religious leaders are like that: they talk a good game, but don’t really care for us,” the 
crowd chuckles to themselves. “Then a lay religious leader came walking by, and he too walks by on the 
other side.”  “That is right, Jesus,” the crowd laughs, “put those hypocrites in their place!”   
 Now the punch line is about to be delivered. As in any three-part joke, it is the last part that gets the 
greatest laugh...”Now a SAMARITAN comes along...” “This is going to be funny!.” the crowd imagines.  “A 
Samaritan comes along, sees the man on the side of the road...and has COMPASSION for him. “Where is 
he going with this story now,” the crowd thinks. “He tends to the man, puts him on his own animal, takes 
him to a hotel to be cared for, even leaves extra money. Now which of these three was a neighbor to this 
man?”   
 Jesus has just turned his audience’s world upside down. “If this man can treat us so well, then we 
must also be willing to treat these people well too.” The neighbor, who I must love as myself includes my 
enemy, the foreigner, those I fear most.   
 Now, let me do some “meddling.” It is the job of faith to prick our conscience, to challenge our world 
views, to call us to reflect love beyond the normal inclinations of our cultural biases. Faith calls us to be-
come within the REALITY of this world, more like God. In this economically challenging time, there is a lot 
of fear and anger being directed towards immigrants, especially illegal immigrants. This is nothing new. In 
previous economically challenging times, it was blacks or Jewish immigrants or Irish or Chinese immi-
grants who were scapegoat.  
 If Jesus were to tell the story of the Good Samaritan now, in our context, I believe he might well make 
it an illegal immigrant. It is the closest parallel we have to the Samaritan of his day. If the illegal immigrant 
is in fact our neighbor, then we are to love him as we love ourselves. How would we want to be treated if 
we were that illegal immigrant who comes to this country, poor in search of a way to care for his family?  I 
invite you to ponder that question for a moment. 
 Regardless of where we are on the issues of illegal immigration...regardless of our good and rational 
arguments...let us hear the words of Jesus. Let his view of the neighbor shape our hearts and our minds 
as we consider how we are to respond to the problem of illegal immigration. If we start with Jesus, I sus-
pect this dicey, complicated issue will move towards both a more humane and practical resolution, one 
that satisfies the need for respecting the neighbor’s humanity and the legitimate need to control our bor-
ders.

It’s Bike Month, Bike to Work Week and QC Ride 
the River is coming up soon, so let’s review some 
basic biking safety tips for you and your child. 
The best protection for the head is an approved 
bike helmet that fits properly. The bike should 
have reflectors, headlights, brakes and a horn. 
Always ride on the RIGHT side of the road.  Cars 
will see you better and it’s the law. Walk the bike 
across busy intersections. Remember, the pedes-
trian has the right of way. 
 

Children act differently in traffic than adults 
Children are children, not young adults, it’s impor-
tant to understand children’s limitations in under-
standing traffic. Specifically, children: 
Have a narrower field of vision than adults, about 
1/3 less. Cannot easily judge a car's speed and 
distance. Assume that if they can see a car, its 
driver must be able to see them. However, children 
are easily hidden from view by parked cars and 
other objects. 

• Cannot readily tell the direction a sound is 
coming from. 

• May be impatient and impulsive. 

• Concentrate on only one thing at a time. This is 
likely not to be traffic. 

• Have a limited sense of danger. 

• Often mix fantasy with reality. 

• Imitate the (often bad) behavior of others, espe-
cially older children and adults. 

 

Tips on Getting Kids to Wear Bike Helmets 
1. Establish the helmet habit early when your 
children get their first bikes. If they learn to wear 
helmets whenever they ride it will become a habit 
for a lifetime. If possible, start them off with hel-
mets while they are still on tricycles to establish 
the link between wheeled vehicles, pavement and 
helmets. It's never too late, however, to get your 
children into helmets. 
2. Let them pick the helmet out. If they make 
the decision they are more likely to buy into the 
idea. If the helmet they want is a little more expen-
sive, it's still cheap for the protection they will have 
when they actually wear it. Some parents buy their 
child a new helmet every year so they are excited to 
wear it. If the grandparents want to send a helmet, 
tell them to send a gift certificate for one instead. 
3. Wear one yourself. Provide a role model for 
your kids; they learn best by observing you. When 
ever your ride your bike put on your helmet. Show 
them that you hold yourself and your brains in 
high esteem. 

4. Encourage their friends to wear helmets. Peer 
pressure can be used in a positive way if several 
families in the neighborhood start making helmet 
use a regular habit at the same time. If no other 
kid in your neighborhood uses a helmet, your job 
will be a lot harder. 
5. Talk to them about why you want them to 

protect their heads. Let them know: 

• Their bikes are not toys, but their first vehicles; 

• You love them and value them and their intelli-
gence. 

• They can hurt their heads permanently or even 
die from a head injury 

6. Give your child a short course in bike safety. 
Placing the helmet in the context of a safety pro-
gram shows that it is not just an arbitrary rule and 
helps underscore why you are requiring it. It is not 
enough to put a helmet on the child and send 
them off without some basic safety instruction. 
7. Point out when watching sports events how 
many professional athletes use helmets. Foot-
ball and hockey players, baseball batters and race 
car drivers wear them. 
8. Take your child to a bicycle race. Bicycle rac-
ers are required to use helmets in the US, the Tour 
de France and almost everywhere. They will see--
usually close up--really cool riders, competing in a 
hotly contested event, all of them using helmets. 
9. Reward your kids for wearing helmets. Praise 
them; give them a special treat or privilege when 
they wear them without having to be told to. 
10. Don't let them ride their bikes unless they 
wear their helmets. Be consistent. If you allow 
your children to ride occasionally without their hel-
mets, they will not believe your messages about the 
importance of wearing them. Tell them they have to 
find another way to play, or must walk or take a 
bus to get somewhere if they don't want to use 
them. 
11. Plan bicycle outings together when all family 
members wear their helmets. Ride with a local bike 
club if you can, where all riders will probably be 
wearing helmets and many of them, like the racers, 
are accomplished riders. 
Remember: Crashes causing head injuries can 
occur on sidewalks, driveways, bike paths, and 
parks as well as streets. You and your children 
cannot predict when a situation will occur that will 
end in a fall from a bike. It is important to wear a 
helmet whenever riding even if it's just down the 
street or on a bike trail.
